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Dear Aidan University Students:

You are among the many Aidan University students and alumni that have responded to the opportunity to transfer your Aidan University degrees into Aidan University. This only applies to those having degrees with the appropriate amount of general education requirements. 

The advantage of this opportunity is threefold. 

First of all there is the academic advantage. You may remember a few years ago the State of Florida completely changed the status of all religious schools in Florida by removing the standards based authorization process and merely putting them under the designation of registration. This designation is not standards based other than a consumer protection affidavit that the schools must sign. For the most part religious schools in Florida are persona-non-grada and as such a new influx of degree mills. Therefore, Aidan University immediately applied for licensure with the Florida Department of Education, Commission for Independent Education. We were granted our provisional license three years ago and our full license last year. This gives us a fully recognized school in Florida by the commission. We had to go through an extensive self-study, site visits by members from the Commission as well as appear before the full board of the Commission. Aidan University is one of only a hand full of religious schools holding licensure with the Commission and we are also well on our way toward federal accreditation. Which makes this opportunity to transfer into the University now so valuable. While this does not guarantee retroactive status for all degrees, it does put you in the institution being accredited and if some remediation is needed it would be minimal. The following is the exact wording from the accrediting association.

Is accreditation retroactive? 
No. If you earned a degree from an institution, which has subsequently become accredited, it does not automatically mean that your degree is "accredited." [For one thing, accreditation pertains to institutions, not degrees.] On the other hand, many college and university registrars and admissions officers are inclined to look more favorably upon work completed at an unaccredited institution if it subsequently becomes accredited – especially if the accreditation took place soon after the degree was earned. It is reasonable to assume that an institution, which gains accreditation, did not make a quantum leap in quality over night. 

Second, there is the economic advantage.  Since this is our charter graduation for Aidan  University and we want to give our alumni the opportunity to join us on this very special occasion, either in person or absentia, we are waving all tuition costs for the transfer. The only cost is a matriculation fee of $300.00 for the Associate degree, $325.00 for the bachelor degree, and $375.00 for the master degree. The normal cost would be between $1000.00 and $1500.00, plus the administrative fees.

Third and last, is the satisfaction advantage. You will have the satisfaction of joining other Aidan University students, alumni and even some of our faculty in this very historic occasion. You will participate in the very first graduating class of Aidan University on February 24th in Jacksonville, Florida. We would like for you to take part in this monumental event, but even if you can’t attend, you would still be listed as part of the ‘charter graduating class of Aidan University.’ 

Please complete the Aidan University Application and forward with the matriculation fee to our admissions department for processing.  Once the application has been received you will be contacted regarding your Aidan University degree.
